· Church you need three things in order to show faith by persistence.

(Trust the process.) We should have faith in God’s healing process. By His stripes we are healed. 
(Take creative action.) When you see that there are obstacles in your way, be creative in finding a way around them. Remember I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me. 
(Believe in the outcome.) Holding on to hope, and continuing in your faith knowing that God is with you. This can lead to breakthroughs and healings, whether it's emotional, physical, or spiritual. Now the God of hope fill you with all joy in believing, that ye may abound in hope through the power of the Holy Ghost.
